Bridge with Richard Ward

This hand was played at the Barrier Reef Congress in Mackay last weekend. It featured
previous teams winners from interstate sitting North-South in one match and East-West in
the other.

In the Open Room, South’s 2D bid was a one-round force and, when West raised spades,
South just bid what he thought he might make after a spade lead, despite having no idea
about the clubs situation. So that was nine safe tricks without taking the heart finesse.

In the Closed Room East, mindful of the favourable vulnerability, started proceedings with a
weak 2S bid, usually a 6-card suit. After South’s normal 3D bid, West made the expert call of
4C, the suit he wants led in defence, always prepared to sacrifice in spades if doubled (for -
500). North-South could no longer play in 3NT and, with only 10 tricks available in diamonds,
that won 12 imps for the experts.
