After a fourth-suit-forcing enquiry discloses that neither North nor South has a heart stopper, 
South ends in 4S. The defence starts with ace, king and a third heart which you must ruff. If 
you do not, you will be relying on a 3-3 trump break which is against the odds. Next comes 
the key play, a low spade towards dummy. This keeps trump control as another heart can be 
ruffed in dummy. On any return there will now be ten tricks – three spades and a ruff, five 
diamonds and one club. Check out for yourself what would happen if you had simply played 
the top spades at trick four.  
Meanwhile other less scientific bidders went 1S-2D-3NT which rolled home after losing the 
first four heart tricks. Sometimes simplest is easiest.
